Ms. Green made the motion:

III.	2026 PEDA BUDGET					

Mr. Coakley reviewed the budget. It is fairly close to 2025. He noted the differences. MA DOT will be leasing part of the parking lot for their training, which started in November. Administrative and Marketing remain the same. Liability insurance and retirement went down. Site 9 construction will have minimal effect in 2026.

WHEREAS the Board has reviewed the proposed 2026 Budget, discussed any questions, and agrees with the Budget.

IV.	SITE 9 REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT UPDATE			

Mr. Weagle reviewed the progress to date. They are close to being done. Documents are being signed off by the EPA. They hope to have the EREs soon and start the transfer to Milltown. We now have a good framework for the sale rest of the sites.

Ms. Goodman noted they have signed a P&S agreement in process.

Mr. Rowe suggested a press release on the sale.

V.	MASS DOT CDL TRAINING SITE UPDATE			

Mr. Coakley noted a trailer will be delivered to the parking lot for their training. They hope to start in January or February. They will be paying $3,100 per month; they started in November. They will handle their own snow removal with the same vendor. He will check with DOT regarding blocking off the area and ingress/egress.

VI.	OTHER BUSINESS							

Mr. Denmark noted the next meeting will be February 12, 2026 to review Q2 & Q3 financials.
